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Over years of working with journalists and journalists’ unions over the world, the International Federation of Journalists (IFJ) has developed and refined a concept of “public service journalism”. This is a variety of journalism that, the IFJ believes, enjoys far too little scope today, though it deserves to be widely debated. It could also be a worthy candidate for the status of standard professional practice within the media community.

Bangladesh Manobadhikar Sangbadik Forum-BMSF is a media community based network in Bangladesh. Since 1991 BMSF is working on Human Rights, Press Freedom & HIV & AIDS issues.

To describe all the attributes of “public service journalism” would take a long time. But in brief, the following characterizations could be utilized.

A public service journalism perspective is distinctive in that it seeks to rise above commercial, partisan or political interests, to reflect what people think and what people want in terms of information.
