Durjoy Nari Shangha has emerged as a sex workers organization since 1998 with the aim of uniting sex workers across the country to build their and their children’s self-esteem, increase their mutual respect, enhance their skills and capacity, establish their social dignity and human rights. They have received the Red Ribbon Award at the International AIDS Conference in Toronto in 2006 for outstanding contribution to the front-line response to HIV and AIDS. They have implemented successful projects on HIV prevention and human rights in Dhaka, Khulna and Rangpur. 
The other consortium members are: 
Action Aid started it’s activities 20 years ago in Bangladesh and now works in over 39 districts on issues related to poverty eradication and socially excluded groups like sex workers and HIV positive people. 

Asiatic has been operating in Bangladesh for 37 years and has developed as a leading advertising agency. It now also engages in multi-dimensional national communications efforts including those to support HIV and STI prevention campaigns.

BAPS has been involved with multiple HIV prevention approaches for almost 10 years in collaboration with CIDA, Action Aid, FHI, UNESCO and UNFPA across the nation.

Bangladesh Manobadhikar Sangbadik Forum (BMSF) is a media community based organization. BMSF has been involved in human rights activities, communications & advocacy on HIV & AIDS and media networking since the 1997 in collaboration with NASP, UNDP, UNOPS, CARE Bangladesh,  HASAB, UNICEF, UNAIDS and BNF.

MRC-Mode Ltd., one of the largest research organizations in Bangladesh, has wide experience in conducting HIV related qualitative and quantitative research, needs assessments and KAP surveys among drug users, tribal populations, street children and sex workers. 

PDC is working on general and reproductive health, nutrition, family planning, and literacy with the government for the part three years in 4 districts.

SJA has been working with socially marginalized members of the community since 1991 in Sylhet Division. They now cover over half a million people. 

Objective of this package:

To rapidly scale up HIV essential services to Street-Based and Hotel/Residence-Based Female Sex Workers (SB & H/RB FSW SB & H/RB FSW) populations at higher risk and vulnerability.   

The active participation and involvement of target group self-help associations and associated community based organizations (CBO) is recognized to be a key factor in the success of such interventions.  Strengthening of their capacity therefore is considered a vital component of this package.  Selected organizations will be familiar with and build upon examples of successful implementation with these target sub-groups (including interventions which target gatekeepers such as hotel and residence managers and other employees and landlords). There will be provision of 40 Drop-in-Centers to reach 20,000 commercial female sex workers.
Under this package Durjoy Nari Shangha Consortium will be responsible for:
· Mapping of current service delivery gaps to SB&H/RB FSW at national and local levels 

· Developing BCC materials on essential services for SB & H/RB FSW 

· Training activities (inc. refresher training) for master trainers, peer educators, outreach supervisors and Drop-in-Centre (DIC) in-charges 

· Establishing and operating DIC 

· Providing supplementary income generation services for FSW 

· Creating an enabling environment within local communities through advocacy meetings and distribution of print materials
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
